SM had obtained Aspley Guise’s Neighbourhood Plan and it was hoped that this could be used as a framework.  

GC had sent an Executive Summary detailing the key points of the Parish Council’s traffic and parking survey to the group.  Residents had also shared their issues with planning applications and the woods being overused, prompting additional parking problems.  Controlled activities were required. Many residents did not wish to see major change on the Heath.  They were accepting of modern replacement dwellings but not increased size or multiple houses on one plot.  Adequate parking was also required for all new and extended houses.  Community spirit was strong and residents were proud of their Parish.  These ideas would be collated and used to inform the survey questions and members were asked to add their own ideas.  
TE agreed to get views from a Hardwick Mew’s resident and invite to meeting.
GC asked about adding information on the progress of the Neighbourhood Plan to the Parish Council website.

There were no training courses at present.

The Local Plan was checked and relevant policies were input into a table and circulated by SR.  The Green Infrastructure Plan (2008) referred to enhanced visitor management to Aspley Woods and included reference to erosion.
The next steps would need to be checked with Tom Price.  GC would send these to JJ and seek clarity on funding and what is needed to apply for grants.
